ii) POINTE AU BARIL ISLANDERS’ ASSOCIATION (PABIA)

Doug Hall, President, Sted Garber, Incoming President, and Ed Garner of the Pointe au Baril
Islanders’ Association presented the results of a survey of its members on various planning and
water safety issues.

iif) MURRAY KENNEDY
POINTE AU BARIL

Murray Kennedy spoke to Council regarding the large-item pick-up day recently held in Pointe
au Baril, and expressed concern on the way in which it was operated and its visual impact on
the community. Mr. Kennedy suggested that ratepayers arriving by vehicles should be sent to
Site 9 for the disposal of their items. The second issue dealt with commercial businesses using
the Pointe au Baril Transfer Station and the impact on his business. The third and final issue,
dealt with access to the floating docks and the inability to get carts by the concrete barriers.

Mr. Kennedy was informed that staff would review the operation of the large item pick-up day
and look for improvements. As for commercial businesses using the Transfer Station, the
Manager of Public Works will be speaking with staff to ensure that commercial businesses be
directed to use Site 9 and not the transfer station. As for the concrete barrier, once staff was
notified of the issue, this matter was addressed and dealt with.
