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Geordie Dalglish stated that the proposed amendment that deals with aerodromes was simply
an attempt to punish pilots who follow Federal laws. Mr. Dalglish stated that he was prepared to
offer his services to deal with any issues relating to bad pilots in the municipality. Mr. Dalglish
also spoke in opposition to the proposed banning of the use of shipping containers in the
Township and questioned the transparency of this process.

Pat Mousseau spoke in opposition to the banning of containers, as they are an excellent storage

' facility and are resistant to fires due to their construction material.
Jeremy Edwards raised concern over the proposed change in water frontage used in the

calculation of building capacity for his property. ' In addition Mr. Edwards stated his opposition to
the proposed changes in the By-law that deal with aerodromes and storage containers.

Pat Koran added her concerns dealing with the proposed changes to the By-law that will impact
aerodromes.

Andy Blenkarn spoke in opposition to both the proposed changes that will impact aerodromes,
and the use of shipping containers. Mr. Blenkarn felt that the changes are not required and that
there were other methods to deal with abuses. Mr. Blenkarn suggested that shipping containers
could be converted and used as affordable housing units for those on limited incomes.

Max Huber questioned the need to limit marine railways to one, and felt that this number needed
to be revisited due to the fluctuating water levels on Georgian Bay.

Lorretta Mousseau supported Mr. Huber's concern regarding the proposed restriction to marine
railways.

Scott McLaren spoke in opposition to the proposed changes that involved aerodromes, marine
railways, and the need to have these railways abide to side- yard setbacks. Mr. McLaren also
raised a question regarding docks attached to, or those that include marine railways.

Hearing no further comments, the public meeting was closed at 12:00 p.m.
